• Sun cream: minimum of factor 30 and 
that only needs one application first 
thing in the morning

• Swimming costume (one piece)

• A book, magazines, teddy, watch

• A few plastic bags for dirty clothes etc. 

• All items in a bag or small suitcase 
clearly labelled

• Mosquito spray



Entertainment for the journey

The children will be allowed to bring a few items for the journey. These should be placed in a 
small rucksack which is clearly labelled with their name.  

They include:

• Water bottle

• 2x packed lunches – one to eat mid morning and the other for later on in the afternoon

• Travel games (non-electronic) e.g. cards 

• Books/ magazines/ comics

• Small notepad and pencil/ pen

• Either a disposable camera or a ‘cheap’ digital camera – no chargers

• A purse or wallet with 30 Euros and £10

Accommodation

• Boys and girls will sleep in small rooms of 3-6 
children in separate parts of the corridor which are 
separated by the teachers’ rooms

• All rooms have en suite bathrooms

• Swimming pool slot 



Food

• All dietary requirements are catered for

• All children will have three meals a day with lunch 
times being a packed lunch

• Fresh fruit and vegetables are provided every day 
at lunch and dinner

• On Thursday the children will have the opportunity 
to try snails!



Tidy dorm competition

• Children are responsible for keeping their rooms tidy 
and making their own beds

• There will be a dorm inspection twice a day and the 
children will not know when this is going to take place!

• They will be scored out of 10; these marks will then be 
totalled at the end of our stay, giving a mark out of 50
